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PREDICTION
Skilled readers learn to anticipate and expect actions, events and ideas that are coming up in the text.  In doing so they are using a comprehension strategy called  'prediction' - the act of anticipating meaning.
· Good readers make calculated guesses about the text based on the information in the text, their own prior knowledge and  the information they infer in order to predict what they will read about.
· Skilled readers predict before and during reading.
· Making predictions keeps students interested and engaged in their reading.
Prediction and re-prediction is a strategy that asks us to deliberately think about what we know and the ideas presented in the text in order to guess what happened next.  We use this strategy:
· before we read -to predict what the text will be about, who will be in it and what we might learn from reading it.  
· during reading - to anticipate what might happen next, to monitor our reading , to check alter, reject or confirm earlier predictions
· after reading- to reflect on our predictions to see if they were correct and to see how our predictions helped us engage with and understand the text we were reading.
Learning to predict helps students to become skilled readers because they learn to :
· think carefully about what they are reading and whether it makes sense.
· think carefully about what they are reading to see if what  that thought would happen does happen.
· test their predictions as they read
· revise their  predictions as they read.
PREDICTION - SUCCESS CRITERIA
Students are successful at prediction and re prediction when they can:
· make a prediction
· make a prediction and give a reason for it
· read to check predictions
· confirm or reject predictions
· form new predictions based on additional or changed information
· give reasons for their revised predictions
· reflect and revise their predictions as needed
