Yr 7 Japanese – Project Term 3

You have a choice of two tasks.

Task 1

You are about to open a Japanese restaurant and need to design some menus. Research some food to put on your menu.

You need to include the following things on your menu:

a) The name of your restaurant

b) Choose at least 5 of each of the following:

 Entrée, Main course, dessert and drinks. All must be Japanese foods and drinks and give a brief explanation of it in English. Do not write out the whole recipe.

c) Include a picture of the food.

d) Write the name of the dish in Hiragana if possible

e) Include a price. If you want to put your price in yen rather than dollars that is OK. $1 = 100 yen

f) You also want you customers to know about the way to use chopsticks, and some good and bad manners for eating Japanese food. Some of these may be quite different to Australia.

You will be assessed on your presentation, the descriptions you include and the way you write the names of the foods in hiragana
